| wanted to give you a heads up that there is concern among bicycle and pedestrian advocates that DCR's current
designs for the repair/renovation of two Charles River Bridges (the Craigie Bridge and the B.U. Bridge) don't adequately
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account for bicycle, pedestrian, and wheelchair access.

Nicole and | attended a meeting on November 11 hosted by Livable Streets Alliance with representatives from the City of
Cambridge and several advocacy groups to discuss these bridges in the context of Governor Patrick's Accelerated Bridge
Program. These and other Charles River Bridges are scheduled to be rehabilitated within the next 5-8 years. Livable
Streets and the City of Cambridge want to make sure that the opportunity is taken to make these bridges more safe and
accessible for all users, both during construction and post construction. See attached letter from Livable Streets Alliance
to Governor Patrick, Secretary Bowles and Secretary Cohen.

DCR is nearing completion of design for the bridges. The contracts will go out to bid as soon as the designs are
completed.
